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Chase Model Aero Club  
Club Constitution

1
The Club
1.1
The Club shall be called ‘Chase Model Aero Club’ hereafter referred to as ‘The Club’ and shall operate from a 
designated flying field.
1.2 
The Club membership shall run from 1st of January until 31st of December annually.

1.3
Memberships shall be fully paid up by 31st of December each year in order to be deemed continuous.
1.4 
The Club shall consist of Senior and Junior members.

1.5 
Junior members (under 18 years of age) shall pay half of Senior annual fees.

1.6
The Officers of The Club shall be a Chairman, a Secretary and a Treasurer.
1.7
The object of The Club shall be to promote safe and enjoyable operation of all model aircraft.

1.8
The Club shall have a bank account, the signatories shall be the Chaiman, Secretary and Treasurer.
1.9 
An account summary shall be provided at each AGM.
2
BMFA
2.1
The Club shall be affiliated to the BMFA.
2.2
All members of The Club shall be members of the BMFA.
2.3
The BMFA Handbook shall form the core rules of The Club.
2.4
Proof of BMFA insurance shall be required before any new member can fly at the field.
3
AGM
3.1
The AGM will be conducted each year and will follow a clearly defined written agenda with minutes taken as a 
record of events.
3.2
The Officers of The Club will provide their annual reports for the previous year.
3.3
The budget and fees for the following year will be set.
3.4
The Officers of The Club will stand down pending voting in of the next year’s Officers.  A Club member will chair 
the meeting and take the count of votes while there are no elected Officers.
3.5
Votes for proposals of changes to The Club Rules and Constitution will be taken.
4
EGM 
4.1
An EGM can be called by applying to The Club Officers in writing by post or at a Club meeting.  The request 
must have at least 10% of member’s signatures and a set agenda. 
4.2
Only the items raised on the agenda will be discussed at the EGM.  
4.3
It is the Officers responsibility to contact all members to advise of the EGM and agenda, typically at the next 
Club meeting.
5
Quorum
5.1
Voting at an AGM or EGM can only take place when there is a minimum of 30% of the eligible members 
present.

6
Voting 
6.1
Only paid up Senior members are entitled to a single vote on each proposal.

6.2
A show of hands or secret ballot will be taken with the result being based on a simple majority vote.  
6.3
The Senior Club Officer has the casting vote in the case of a tie, this allows him/her 2 votes.

7
New Members

7.1
All new members are subject to a 12 months probationary period, they will not have voting rights or be eligible to become an Officer of The Club until their second year of membership. (Second AGM).
8
Amendments to Constitution or Rules
8.1
All proposals for amendments to either The Club rules or its Constitution must be received in writing by post or at a Club meeting at least 14 days before the AGM. 

8.2
All proposals must be proposed and seconded by voting members. 

8.3
All proposals received must be presented to the members at the AGM – EGM.
8.4
To allow a proposal to be moved forward it may be amended before voting takes place.  The proposer must agree to the change and be seconded. 

8.5
The proposal will be voted on and either accepted or rejected.

9
Suspension of Club Activities
9.1
In the event of The Club losing its flying facilities an EGM will be called by The Club Officers and 3 motions shall 
be voted on:

1: The Club is to continue socially only until it can continue its flying activities. 

2: The Club is to be suspended, cease flying & social activities but maintain its Officers, accounts and AGM, 
with EGM as necessary. 

3: The Club is to be dissolved.  In the case of a hung vote, the motions will be set against each other to force an 
outcome.
9.2
If suspended, all current paid up members will be maintained as members.  The AGM and EGM as required will 
be continued until The Club can resume its flying & social activities or is dissolved.

10
Dissolution of The Club
10.1
The Club is a non profit organisation.  In the event of The Club being disbanded or dissolved, any assets shall 
be sold off and all liabilities will be paid before splitting any remaining balance of the account equally between 
all paid up members up to the cost of their annual membership fee.  Any surplus monies will be donated to 
a registered charity agreed at the AGM or EGM.

11
Disciplinary Procedures
11.1
All Club members are responsible for safety at the flying field.  Anyone noting unsafe or dangerous flying or 
deliberate failure to observe the rules should tell the offender immediately of their error.  In most cases the 
failing is due to a momentary loss of concentration and should go no further.  

11.2
If the member continues to ignore the rules or continues to fly in an unsafe manner one of The Club Officers 
should be contacted and should speak to the complainant and offender in an effort to resolve the dispute.
11.3
If the matter is resolved it will be reported at the next Club meeting.  If it is not resolved the complainant and 
offender will present their cases in front of the attending members.  
11.4
After hearing all parties and witnesses, the attending members will vote whether the matter is closed, or to be 
considered as an extreme breach of the Club Rules, etiquette, Constitution or safety procedures requiring 
disciplinary action.
11.5
A vote for disciplinary action would result in a formal warning. 2 formal warnings within a 12 month period would 
invalidate the offender’s membership.  Extreme cases can result in expulsion on the first offence but would 
require a majority vote at an EGM. 
11.6
An ejected member will have the outstanding proportion of their annual Club fees reimbursed.  
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
